Here’s important information for anyone interested in purchasing a
home in Erie’s historic East Bayfront.

The Bayfront East Side Taskforce (BEST) has three openings available in its New
Home Construction Program that provides a site and down payment assistance to
qualified buyers. This program has already built new homes for six first-time
homeowners in the 200 block of German Street, the 300 block of East Third
Street and the 400 block of Ash Street.

All of the homes are sold before construction, which allows the buyer to choose floor
plans, cabinets, flooring and woodwork. The homes have three bedrooms,
1 %2 baths, a one-car garage as well as other features. All concrete work, sidewalks,
driveways and landscaping are included.

Three grants are available providing at least $15,000 down payment assistance. The
City’s 10-year LERTA program waives property taxes on new construction for 10 years
which saves homeowners approximately $3,000 per year on their mortgage. Owners pay
taxes on the improved lot only.
